How much does it cost?

Qualification fee (tuition fees) Set by individual study centres

affect how much you pay.

The total cost of membership = Qualification fee (tuition fees) + Joining fee + Membership fee

Student membership is discounted, and you must enrol on your qualification within nine months of
becoming a Student Member.

What is the process after graduation?

Once you have successfully completed your award, Worcester Business School liaises with the CIPD
membership group to change your membership. This will be from a Student Member to a Foundation
or Associate Membership, depending on your qualification.
